All riders must hold an ENDURO LICENCE issued by the ACU or SACU and have passed their 16th birthday. Any other riders including Irish participants MUST obtain personal accident insurance, produce a licence issued by their FMN and start permission, confirming they are licensed and insured.

One event licences will be available (price £10) if a rider does not hold a valid competition licence.

ENTRIES

Completed entry forms must be sent to the Secretary of the Meeting together with the entry fee of £50 which is payable by cheque or postal order to ADMCC. This fee includes the premium for insurance as required by the ACU, as detailed in ESR30. Entry fees, less an administration charge (10%) will only be refunded in the event of cancellation of the Enduro or on receipt of a doctor’s certificate confirming incapacity.

Riders will start in the following order: Champ, Expert, Vets Expert, Clubman, Vets Clubman, Sportsmen, Novice.

MACHINE EXAMINATION

Competitors should present their machines for Technical Control between 8:00am and 9.30am on Sunday 12th September 2010. Strictly no late scrutineering.  It is the responsibility of the rider to ensure that their bike is road legal.
TYRES - ALL CLASSES: Front AND Rear need to be Enduro type to FIM spec.

SECURITY

Competitors must be aware that the security of their machine and other property remains their responsibility at all times. Competitors are reminded to ensure that their insurance and security arrangements adequately protect their possessions while they are at the event. 

SIGNING ON

Competitors to sign on at the start area between 8:00am and 9.30am.
COURSE

The event will be on Forestry Commission land consisting of forest tracks, moorland and woodland. The lap mileage will be approximately 25 miles. Number of time controls per lap and accurate mileage between controls will be stated within the final instructions. The course will cross public roads and RTA insurance will be available on the day and details will be sent with final instructions. 

SPECIAL TEST

One special test mixture of forestry and cross country / moto-x:

First lap will be untimed for all classes.  Special Test will be timed by DIRT TRAX who will be using a transponder system. Transponders will be allocated at signing on and will be sole responsibility of the rider until safely returned at the end of the event. At the event finish the transponder will need to be returned to the organisers or the rider will be charged £140.00.

DIRT TRAX Ltd have requested that all riders provide a bond for the transponders  eg ACU Licence, Driving Licence, Credit Card.  The hire of the transponder is included in the entry fee.

Test will be marked by orange dayglo arrows and tape.
